The committee, headed by Wendy
Rogers, worked long and hard for six
months and looked at many different
methods of collecting dues and assess-
ments. In June, they presented their
findings to the Board. Two proposals
were presented: (1) homesite methodol-
ogy whereby you would pay monthly
dues based on the amount of land you
own and your home, and (2) dues based
on taxable value of your property.

The current board submitted a request
for a proxy vote to the membership to
determine (a) if members wanted to keep
the dues structure as it was, or (b) if
members wanted to change to the home-
site model.

Ballots were returned and votes counted.
The change was passed. Detailed infor-
mation of the results are shown below.
These changes will take effect in Janu-
ary, 2009.

How does this affect you? If you own
contiguous or adjacent lots, that is con-

Block 32, Sec. 3. They are contiguous
lots and are considered 1 homesite. If |
owned another lot several streets over,
that would be considered a second home-
site.

The dues structure is as follows:

1 homesite land only, no house (1
acre or less) - $20/month

1 homesite land and house (1 acre or
less) - $45/month ($20 for land &
$25 for the house).

If you own more than 1 acre, there
will be a $10 premium charged for
each additional acre or portion of an
acre in that homesite.

Again, if you own multiple homesites,
you will be billed on each homesite you
own.

If you have any questions about what
your dues will be beginning in January,
please contact Betty Cathey at the office
or one of the Board of Directors. They
will be happy to discuss this with you
and help you determine what to expect
on your billing invoice in January.
